The path that led to this pinnacle of responsibility was paved
with early successes and outstanding achievements. By the time he
was 23 years old, he had completed a Ph.D., in Oriental Philosophy.
By the time he was 25, he had accumulated a total of seven academic
degrees, in different fields, with perfect scores in almost every
subject, with four summa cum laudes, one magna cum laude, and two

cum laudes. By the time he was 30, he had added three post-
doctoral scholarships, at the University of Wisconsin, at the Asian
Institute of Management, and at the Harvard Business School. I

know of no other person who has educated himself so much, so
quickly, so young, and so well.

His ability to pursue simultaneous degrees translated into
handling multiple responsibilities. Before he was 30, he has
already served as institutional planning officer, academic dean of
a college in Bacolod, Ford Foundation consultant, chairman and
faculty member of the UP-PNU consortium on educational management,
Graduate School Dean of both the College of Education and the
